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Este estudo explora a evolucdo das configurac6es familiares contemporaneas, com foco na formacéo
de familias multiespécie, que incluem animais de estimacdo como membros integrantes da familia.
A pesquisa aborda a origem desse fendbmeno, destacando mudancas sociais e culturais que
transformaram a percepcdo dos animais de estimacdo de meros companheiros para membros efetivos
da unidade familiar. Os motivos para essa tendéncia incluem o aumento da urbanizagdo, mudancas
nas estruturas familiares tradicionais e a busca por vinculos emocionais mais profundos. O objetivo
da presente pesquisa é examinar as consequéncias juridicas dessa nova configuracao familiar, como
o reconhecimento dos direitos dos animais, responsabilidades legais dos tutores e a necessidade de
adaptacdes legislativas para lidar com questdes de heranga, cuidados e prote¢do dos animais dentro
do contexto familiar. Para tanto, sera necessario elaborar um breve historico da evolucdo das
entidades familiares; examinar as origens e fatores socioculturais que levaram ao surgimento das
familias multiespécie; identificar os principais motivos que influenciam a integracdo dos animais de
estimacdo nas dindmicas familiares; avaliar as consequéncias juridicas associadas a inclusdo dos
animais de estimacdo na estrutura familiar, incluindo direitos, responsabilidades e ajustes legislativos
necessarios; analisar legislacdes de paises que legislaram sobre o tema. A pesquisa sera conduzida
por meio de uma abordagem qualitativa, utilizando analise documental, jurisprudencial, legislativa e
revisdo bibliografica para identificar e interpretar as mudancas nas configuracdes familiares e suas
implicacBes juridicas. A andlise oferece uma visdo critica sobre como as normas juridicas estdo
evoluindo para acompanhar as mudancas na estrutura familiar e sugere direcdes futuras para a
legislacdo e politicas publicas. Espera-se que este estudo forneca uma compreensao abrangente das
novas configuracdes familiares, especialmente das familias multiespécie, destacando a evolucéo
sociocultural que permitiu a integracdo dos animais de estimacdo como membros de pleno direito;
exponha motivos da integracdo do individuo e animais como membros da familia; as consequéncias
juridicas dessa nova configuragdo familiar e proponha recomendagdes para a adaptacdo de normas
juridicas e politicas publicas mais inclusivas para melhor reconhecer e proteger os direitos dos
animais dentro do contexto familiar.
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This study explores the evolution of contemporary family configurations, focusing on the formation of
multispecies families that include pets as integral members of the family. The research addresses the origins
of this phenomenon, highlighting social and cultural changes that have transformed the perception of pets from
mere companions to effective members of the family unit. The reasons for this trend include increased
urbanization, changes in traditional family structures, and the pursuit of deeper emotional bonds. The objective
of this research is to examine the legal consequences of this new family configuration, such as the recognition
of animal rights, legal responsibilities of guardians, and the need for legislative adaptations to address issues
of inheritance, care, and protection of animals within the family context. To achieve this, it will be necessary
to provide a brief history of the evolution of family entities; examine the origins and sociocultural factors
leading to the emergence of multispecies families; identify the main reasons influencing the integration of pets
into family dynamics; and evaluate the legal consequences associated with the inclusion of pets in the family
structure, including rights, responsibilities, and necessary legislative adjustments; analyze legislations from
countries that have enacted laws on the subject. The research will be conducted through a qualitative approach,
using document analysis, case law, legislative review, and bibliographic research to identify and interpret
changes in family configurations and their legal implications. The analysis will offer a critical view of how
legal norms are evolving to keep pace with changes in family structure and will suggest future directions for
legislation and public policies. It is expected that this study will provide a comprehensive understanding of
new family configurations, particularly multispecies families, highlighting the sociocultural evolution that has
allowed pets to be integrated as full-fledged family members; expose the reasons for integrating individuals
and animals as family members; address the legal consequences of this new family configuration; and propose
recommendations for adapting legal norms and public policies to better recognize and protect the rights of
animals within the family context.
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
